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OM RUSSIA ɀ a summary of ministry 

Discipling and training young Russian Christians for ministry locally, 

nationally and internationally.  
This is achieved primarily through the OM Russia Discipleship Centre, located in Novosibirsk.  Young 

Christians study intensively for six months in the residential centre.  A great emphasis is put on personal 

discipleship and Christian character development.  The students leave trained and equipped to lead, 

organise, preach, work with children, work with teenagers and with a vision for mission. 

Promoting mission and facilitating Russians  to be involved in world 

mission  
OM Russia is currently responsible for 11 Russians on the OM ship Logos Hope.  Prayer letters and 

information about this ministry are widely dispersed throughout Russia in order to raise the profile of

This 

year we plan to publish our website in Russian and send out a regular missions newsletter by email to 

interested churches and individuals throughout Russia.

camps for children both financially and by providing hands-on help from team members. 

In addition to summer camps, OM also supports the work of ŀƴ ƻǊƎŀƴƛǎŀǘƛƻƴ ǎŜǘ ǳǇ ǘƻ ƻǊƎŀƴƛǎŜ ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ 

Bible clubs around the Novosibirsk area. Young people are recruited from city churches, trained and sent 

out to run three or four-day clubs around the Novosibirsk area.

Running long and short term missions and training programmes for non -

Russians 
OM Russia has two Global Action training programmes for non-Russians ς one in Russian and the other in 

English.  These training programmes (both 1 and 2 year) give the opportunity for non-Russians to train and 

work on the OM Russia team. 
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Plans for development in 2010 

Completing  the Discipleship Centre Building Project  
Once the Discipleship Centre building project is complete OM Russia will have ample accommodation and 

teaching facilities for: 

¶ Russian Christians to study on the full time 6 month Discipleship Centre course. 

¶ Russian Christians to study on a new part time 2 year course (designed for those who cannot take a 

break from work to enrol in the 6 month course).

Development of the OM Russia Home Office  
OM Russia plans to promote more actively the opportunities that exist to send Russian missionaries abroad 

with OM to serve on the ships, and in other suitable countries, for example Ukraine and Moldova.  

Alexandra Bykova, a Russian who served two years on the Doulos, has joined OM Russia in January 2010 

and will be responsible for the OM Russia Home Office and its development.   

Global Action Programmes for non -Russian and Russian speakers 
OM Russia is now offering a 1 or 2 year Global action programme for both non-Russian and Russian 

speakers.   hǳǊ ƴŜǿ ǇǊƻƎǊŀƳƳŜ Ψ{ƛōŜǊƛŀn 9ȄǘǊŜƳŜΩ ŜƳǇƘŀǎƛses training in ministry and working together 

with local Russian Christians.  Once the Discipleship Centre building is finished, OM Russia can offer these 

opportunities relatively cheaply and hopes to attract a greater number of participants interested in 

ministering in Russia both short and long-term.

There are many opportunities to expand the work of the OM Russia Discipleship Centre, in order to disciple 

and train more local Russians in ministry.  OM Russia also plans to develop its ministry with children.  In 

order to move forward in these areas we need local Russians who can be released into full time Christian 

work in order to serve on the team.

Igor and Tanya Chernovi are currently studying in the OM Russia Discipleship Centre 

(2009-2010).  The are both hard of hearing and belong to a church which specifically 

works amongst the many deaf and dumb in Novosibirsk.  They both have a heart for 

evangelism and mission and plan to work as missionaries upon completion of the 

Discipleship Centre course.  In the future, they have plans to train other deaf and 

dumb Christians in mission work. 

 

Sasha Ivanov is married to Marina Ivanova (see above) and graduated from the OM 

Russia Discipleship Centre in 2008.  As well as being a gifted worker with children and 

young people, Sasha is a good teacher and preacher.  OM Russia has invited him to join 

the team in September 2010 to strengthen and expand work in the Discipleship Centre 

and develop ministry with children. 

 

Jenya and Julia Lyesov are a well trained Christian couple.  Jenya graduated from the 

OM Russia Discipleship Centre in 2008 and Julia has studied at a Bible college.  Married 

in 2008, they are currently leading a team which goes into schools and colleges to 

provide education about drug addiction and HIV/AIDS.  OM Russia has invited them to 

join the team in September 2010.  They will live in the OM Russia Discipleship Centre, 

work as tutors, expand their work with HIV/AIDS education and also start up a sports 

ministry with young men. 
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Project 2 ɀ Discipleship Centre: 
Subsidising Students (K4926) 

Total Budget: USD $ 8,000 
 

The Discipleship Centre in Novosibirsk is a joint project between OM and the local Baptist churches in the 

Novosibirsk area and exists to train and equip local young Christians. The course has a large emphasis on 

evangelism and mission and is very much supported by the local churches since they recognise the huge 

need to motivate young people into Christian service, in the city of Novosibirsk, in the surrounding area, 

and beyond. 

To date, 23 students have completed the six-month course.  13 of these are ex-drug addicts with no church 

background.  11 of our graduates are currently serving in full time ministry ς as pastors, church planters, 

church workers and chilŘǊŜƴΩǎ ǿƻǊƪŜǊǎΦ  Other former students have secular jobs and serve their local 

church in their free time.  hƴŜ ŦƻǊƳŜǊ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘ ƛǎ ƴƻǿ ǎŜǊǾƛƴƎ ƻƴ ǘƘŜ ha ǎƘƛǇ ά[ƻƎƻǎ IƻǇŜέΦ 

The fourth course is currently running (September 2009 to April 2010), with 9 students.   These students 

include a couple who are hard of hearing and who wish to become missionaries to the many of thousands 

of unreached deaf and dumb people in Siberia.  After gaining experience in missionary work they plan to 

train other deaf and dumb people in missionary work.  Three male students are former drug addicts with 

dramatic testimonies and are now keen to learn how to teach and preach more effectively. 

Each student's church is obligated to contribute financially to the cost of running the Discipleship Centre, 

students contribute from any personal money they have and there are a few oversees long term sponsors 

already giving to this project.  Extra sponsorship is needed from this project to cover all the costs of board 

and lodging, textbooks and transport. 

Mentoring, leadership training and mobilising young people are both seen as crucial priorities by the local 

church, and as OM we are only too happy to serve them in this way and help them meet this need.  

Attention has recently been drawn nationally to the OM Russia Discipleship Centre as a model to encourage 

more young Christians to get involved in Christian ministry.  We believe that the fruit of the Discipleship 

Centre will continue to bless the local church in Novosibirsk, churches elsewhere in Siberia, and many 

others, for many years to come.
